NARRATOR:	In the sixth month of Elizabeth’s pregnancy, God sent the angel Gabriel to the Galilean 		
		  village of Nazareth to a virgin engaged to be married to a man descended from David. 		
		  His name was Joseph, and the virgin’s name, Mary. Upon entering, Gabriel greeted her:

GABRIEL:	 Good morning! You’re beautiful with God’s beauty, Beautiful inside and out! God be 		
		  with you.

NARRATOR:	 She was thoroughly shaken, wondering what was behind a greeting like that. But the 		
		  angel assured her…

So Joseph
			   went from the Galilean town of Nazareth up to Bethlehem in Judah, David’s
			   town, for the census. As a descendant of David, he had to go there. He went with
			   Mary, his fiancée, who was pregnant. Joseph and Mary arrived in Bethlehem.		
			   They asked for a room at every inn, but they were refused.

JOSEPH:  		  Please, please.  Do you have any place for us at all?

INNKEEPER 1 :	 No!  Can’t you see that we’re full?

JOSEPH: 		  Please, for mercy’s sake, my wife is carrying a child and needs to rest. 
			   Will you take us in?

INNKEEPER 2:  	 There is no room.  No room here, I said!  Move along!
